CANADIAN CIGARETTE STAMPS

A A A s

I have been interested for a long.time in what one might call the
more or less obscure issues of our revenues,

7

? n ul I Ie rOS About ten years ago I fell heir to a small ot of cigarette stamps,
about which I knew nothing whatever, and since then I have become much
interested in these particular issues and have, perhaps not the best
collection in the country, but a fairly good one. There are, according
to the best lists available, about five nundred varieties of these, of
which I have close to four hundred, and in certain section the collection
which I will show you later is pratically complete.

Now, up to Confederation, the excise taxes on tobacco, of course, were
handled by the individual provinces and about them I know practically
nothing, Ohe of the first acts of the first parliement was to pass an
Excise Act imposing taxes on liquor and tobacco and on certain other things.
The taxes on tobacco were merely on tobacco at large. There was no
distinction; the tax on plug tobacco, on cigarettes, on cigars, on raw
leaf, on all the various forms in which tobacco is manufactured, was the
same, and that condition obtained up to 1880. The Internal Revenue Act
of 1880 separated tobacco products into cigars, about five different kinds
of manufactured tobacco for chewing and smoking, cigarettes, snuff and raw
leaf, At that time the government got out a series of stamps for each
one of these different products so that it is from 1880 that our distinc-
tive cigarette stamps date.

From 1880 to 1886 cigarettes were sold by weight, They are still
taxed by weight, but they are not sold by weight, Thus you find the
denominations of these first three series, 1820, 1883 and 1886, expressed
in fractions of a pound, 1/40,1b,, 1/20 1b,, 1/10 1b, The commonest size
is generally the 1/20; the 1/L0, which roughly corresponds to ten cigarettes
in our modern packing is not very common and the 1/10 is very scarce indeed,
Some of them I have neverseen; one or two I have seen, but I have never been
able to get permanent possession of them,

The earliest stamps looked very much like the tobacco stamps which we
use today on smoking tobacco. They are long strips, and there are three
distinct varieties, varying in the design of the stamps. I don't know why
these three different types were used, They all bear the name of the
excise tax port from which they were issued -~ Hamilton, Montreal, Toronto
or Windsor, Also in order to take care of the contingency when a manufac-
turer might locate a factory outside of these excise tax districts, all of
the varieties occur with no port name; the collector was supposed to write
the port name in, For example, if somebody in Halifax started making
cigarettes they would use the so-called "open" variety and the collector
would merely stamp or write "Halifax" into the label where the port name
normally occurred., The second and third issues carried, as part of the
design, the number of the port, For example, Montreal is ML, or Mk,
